DAY 01 KUALA LUMPUR - BEIJING (Meals on Board)

Assemble at Kuala Lumpur International Airport and take a flight to Beijing International Airport. Upon
arrival, transfer to the hotel and check in.

DAY 02 BEIJING - HOHHOT (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

Admist this endless
expanse of lush vegetation and beautiful natural scenery, you can fully immerse yourself in the charm
of nature. As night falls, you will also experience the local bonfire party, where you can personally
witness the hospitality of the local people and their rich ethnic cultural traditions.

The Xuankong
Temple is a breathtaking “aerial architecture”. After lunch, visit the Yungang Grottoes (including electric bus + headset) in Datong, one of the four major grottoes
in China. The Yungang Grottoes are renowned both domestically, and internationally for their massive scale of construction, towering statues and, well-preserved
condition. They hold immense value for the study of ancient, Buddhist and art history. Then, go to the Datong Nine Dragon Wall. The Datong Nine Dragon Wall is
the oldest and largest existing Nine Dragon Wall in China.

DAY 08 LAIYUAN - BEIJING (Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner)

After breakfast, visit the Baishi Mountain Scenic Area (including round-trip cable car + glass plank road + Sky Mirror). One of the most famous attractions is the
“Ten Mile Gallery”, a magnificent landscape view akin to a natural painting. You will take the cable car to overlook the panoramic views, marveling at the
spectacular natural scenery and profound cultural heritage. After dinner, you will be transferred to the airport according to the designated time.
